One Stories: 

This week we’ll put the final touches on your One Stories.  Thank you for your patience while I worked to get you feedback.  We’ll use class time on Tuesday to have an in-class workshop time.  This will be your chance to focus on specific parts of your One Story or your Cover.  You can ask me questions and we can go over any of your feedback then.  

Thursday in class we’ll focus on editing your One Story using your individual Editing Checklist and we’ll add a few new things, too.  

I am available to answer questions about your One Stories and feedback before school on Monday, Tuesday, and Thursday this week starting at 8:00AM and on Wednesday at 7:45AM.  You can also make an appointment to come and see me at lunch any day this week or during any Reading block this week.  

Your FINAL DRAFT of your One Story and your Cover for your story are due on Friday.  

We will be sharing them in class.  Other students will have a chance to read your story and write you some feedback.  

Here is what you need to bring on Friday: 

· TWO COPIES of your Final Draft (one to hand in, one to put with your cover for others to read

· Your Final Draft of your Cover on an 8.5 X 11 sheet of paper

· Your One Story Packet with all previous drafts, feedback, scored rubric, and anything else that shows the work you did to improve with each draft.  

· We will do a final reflection in class on Friday that you will also include with your final packet
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A key to success this week is to do a little bit each night.  Focus on specific areas and give yourself time to read and re-read your work.  You don’t have the write the whole final draft in one night, but do a little bit each day this week.
